Statement of Problem: An applicant for licensure in dentistry who has completed a program of
dental education in an unregistered or unaccredited dental school is required to complete two
academic years of study in an accredited dental school program culminating in certification that the
applicant has achieved the level of knowledge and clinical proficiency expected of a graduate of
that school.

Dr. Vemula enrolled in the two-year Advanced Education in General Dentistry at the
Eastman Institute for Oral Health of the University of Rochester and completed the program in
June 2015. This program is acknowledged by the State Board for Dentistry as the substantial

equivalent of the two-year program required in Regulation.
