ARCHITECTURE 

Petition for:  Waiver of New York State requirements pertaining to acceptability of licensing examinations for licensure by endorsement.

Summary Statement:  The petitioners listed below are all graduates of professionally accredited architecture programs who have applied for licensure in New York.  All have achieved, at a minimum, a Bachelor of Architecture degree.  All petitioners have substantial documented licensed experience in other states.


Prior to 1983, certain states did not require the Equivalency Examination (EE) or the Qualifying Test (QT) if a candidate had a degree from an accredited architecture program, and granted licensure upon passage of the Professional Examination (PE).  Prior to 1975, most states recognized the Examination Syllabus (ES).  The petitioners passed either the national Professional Examination (PE) given prior to 1983, or portions of the national Examination Syllabus (ES) given prior to 1975.  Prior to 1983, New York State required passage of the Equivalency Examination (EE), or passage of the Qualifying Test (QT) in addition to passage of the national Professional Examination.  Each of the petitioners satisfied the examination requirement in his/her initial state of licensure by passing an acceptable licensing examination and attained licensure in that state.


Section 7304(4) of Education Law and Section 69.3 of the Commissioner’s Regulations require for endorsement that “… an architect licensed in another state or jurisdiction as the result of successful completion of only the professional examination in use before 1983 may be granted licensure upon presentation of evidence of two years of work experience of a grade and character satisfactory to the State Board for Architecture and passage of a practical examination satisfactory to the State Board for Architecture …”


Each petitioner satisfied the examination requirement in his/her initial state of licensure and has extensive professional practice satisfactory to the State Board.  Since the above information illustrates evidence of competence within the profession, and in lieu of the practical examination, the Executive Secretary of the State Board for Architecture recommends that the examination requirement be considered satisfied and each applicant’s licensure in another state be accepted for endorsement in New York State.

Petition for: Acceptance of passing grades on the Uniform Certified Public Accountancy Examination.

Statement of Problem: Commissioner's Regulations require that an applicant must pass all parts of the Uniform CPA examination within an 18-month period.  Ms. Dadlaney passed the fourth part of the Uniform CPA Examination in February 2006, three months beyond the regulatory deadline.  
Ms. Dadlaney originally received conditional credit for passing the computer-based AUD section of the examination on May 29, 2004.  Commissioner’s Regulations stipulate that she needed to pass the remaining three sections of the examination by November 29, 2005 to retain credit for the AUD section. She passed the computer-based BEC section on October 22, 2004 and the FAR section on November 28, 2005, within the 18-month conditioning period.  She did not pass the fourth section, REG, however, until February 27, 2006, 3 months after the November 29, 2005 deadline.  Subsequently, she retook the AUD section of the examination in an attempt to pass the four parts of the examination within a new 18-month period. However, she failed the AUD section of the examination three times between February 2006 and April 2006. She then contacted the Office of the State Board for Public Accountancy in December 2006 to request a waiver of the regulatory requirement that all four parts of the examination be passed within an 18-month period.
Ms. Dadlaney indicated in her request that she had scheduling conflicts with the Prometric testing center.  When asked for details regarding the nature of the conflict, she indicated that she had trouble getting seats at her preferred testing location.  A review of Prometric testing site locations shows that there are three additional sites that are equidistance from her home address when compared  to the site of her first choice.  Additionally, despite the fact that she had 18 months between May 2004 and November 2005 to pass all four sections, Ms. Dadlaney only took the REG section of the examination one time (October 2004) during that period.  Even though she failed the REG section at that time, she let the remaining 12 months of the conditioning period between October 2004 and November 2005 lapse without attempting the REG section a second time.

Given her repeated failing attempts at the AUD section since she lost credit for that section of the examination in November 2005, the availability of testing centers other than her first choice, and her limited attempts to pass the fourth section of the exam before she lost credit for the AUD section, the Executive Secretary of the State Board for Public Accountancy does not recommend that Ms. Delaney’s petition for acceptance of passing grades on the Uniform CPA Examination be accepted.

Petition for: Acceptance of passing grades on the Uniform Certified Public Accountancy Examination.

Statement of Problem: Mr. Dishman applied for licensure in New York State in January 2001. He completed a baccalaureate degree program in accounting at Villanova University, which was accredited by the Association to Advance Collegiate Schools of Business (AACSB). The Department has determined that this is an acceptable accrediting agency and applicants completing such accredited programs satisfy the education requirement for licensure.  Mr. Dishman is petitioning the Committee to accept his passing exam scores from Pennsylvania.
The applicant was licensed in Pennsylvania in April 2006. Pennsylvania issued Mr. Dishman’s license under conditioning requirements for accepting scores on the Uniform CPA examination that were significantly different than New York State’s conditioning requirements. Commissioner's Regulations require that an applicant must pass all parts of the Uniform CPA examination within an 18-month period.  Mr. Dishman passed the LAW section of the exam under paper and pencil in May 1992.  He passed the AUD section of the exam under paper and pencil in November 2002, ARE under the computer based exam (CBT) in May 2005 and FAR under CBT in July 2005.  Had he taken the exam in New York, Mr. Dishman would not have retained credit for the LAW section because of the time that elapsed before he passed the other sections.  When Pennsylvania transitioned to the CBT, they implemented Section 11.16(d) of the Pennsylvania Code, relating to applicants who had conditional credit for older paper-based sections of the exam.  This section allowed an applicant to retain credit for those sections passed prior to April 5, 2004 as long as the applicant passed the remaining sections within 18 months of the date the applicant next sat for a section of the exam under CBT.  Mr. Dishman met this requirement and so received his Pennsylvania license.

Mr. Dishman has been employed by a public accounting firm for the last six years, performing audit, financial statement and book keeping services.  This experience demonstrates his current working knowledge of the business environment, law and professional responsibility concepts tested in the LAW section of the Uniform CPA examination.  Given Pennsylvania’s acceptance of his passing exam scores and his demonstrated current knowledge of the subject areas tested by the exam, the Executive Secretary for the State Board for Public Accountancy supports Mr. Dishman’s request to accept his scores on the Uniform CPA examination as satisfying New York State’s examination requirement for licensure.

Petition for: The applicant is appealing the determination of the State Board for Engineering and Land Surveying that he needs additional acceptable experience before he can be admitted to the land surveying licensing examinations.

Statement of Problem: Mr. Lahti is applying to sit for the land surveying licensing examinations.  He is licensed in New York State as a professional engineer. Since he did not complete a baccalaureate degree program in land surveying, he was granted one year of education/experience credit for his engineering education at Polytechnic University in compliance with section 68.4 of Commissioner’s Regulations. Therefore, he needs seven years of experience that meet the regulatory requirements for land surveying before he satisfies the professional study requirement for licensure and can be admitted to the licensure examination.  

Section 68.5 of Commissioner’s Regulations specifies that practical experience in land surveying “satisfactory” to the Board be verified in a manner “acceptable” to the Board and specifies the types of experience that an applicant must demonstrate. Mr. Lahti’s application has been reviewed a total of four times between April 2005 and November 2006 by two separate members of the Board, both licensed land surveyors. The reviewers considered the supplemental documentation submitted by Mr. Lahti between April 2005 and November 2006. The Board members concluded that Mr. Lahti has not submitted sufficient documentation to demonstrate that he has completed seven years of acceptable land surveying experience according to the regulatory requirements and needs to submit documentation of three additional years of land surveying experience that would be acceptable to the Board. 


Mr. Lahti is appealing the decision of the State Board and believes that he has compiled more than 8 years and 11 months of experience under the supervision of a New York State licensed land surveyor. The State Board members determined that based on the documentation submitted, Mr. Lahti had only four years of acceptable land surveying experience. In addition, the members noted that they could not find documentation of his satisfying the following two areas:  (1) experience in charge of the office aspects of the profession (e.g., evaluation and analysis of field data, maintenance of survey records, client contact, supervision of office personnel) and (2) experience in the legal aspects of the profession (e.g., research of private and public records necessary to trace title documents, preparation of final survey reports, contact preparation).  As part of Mr. Lahti’s petition, he has requested that experience gained and credited toward licensure as a professional engineer be accepted toward licensure as a land surveyor.  He indicated that Education Law permitted a professional engineer to perform every aspect of land surveying except the determination of real property boundary lines.  However, engineers can only perform those services for which they are confident.  His degree was in chemical engineering.  The Executive Secretary of the State Board for Engineering and Land Surveying notes that the education and experience requirements for land surveyors are significantly different from those for professional engineers. Only applicable experience may be awarded toward the land surveying experience requirement.  In addition, overtime work is considered in the overall evaluation of an applicant’s experience, but credit cannot be awarded toward two separate professions that would exceed calendar time.  Mr. Lahti would also like his work as a professional engineer to be credited toward licensure as a land surveyor. There is a limited overlap of scope between the professions, and in accordance with regulation, the Board may only consider experience that would meet the specific experience requirements for land surveying.  Client contact, maintenance of specific records, contract preparation, etc. are requirements for many of the 47 professions, including the practice of engineering, but may have no relationship to those same practices/requirements in the profession of land surveying. Experience as an engineer or a license to practice professional engineering does not automatically qualify a person for licensure as a land surveyor. 


At this time, two Land Surveying Board members agree that Mr. Lahti’s experience as submitted does not meet all of New York State’s requirements for licensure; thus, he does not qualify to sit for the licensure examination. Mr. Lahti’s experience was evaluated according to established procedures. He was given the opportunity to submit additional documentation and this documentation was considered by the Board members. Mr. Lahti was apprised of the status of his experience reviews through regular communication with Board office staff. Staff find the determinations of New York State Board for Engineering and Land Surveying to be appropriate and do not find merit in the appeal. The Committee on the Professions finds no basis to override the determination of the State Board.

Statement of Problem:  


Mr. DeVivo applied for licensure in professional engineering in 2006.  His education at Stevens Institute of Technology satisfies all the educational requirements for licensure.


Commissioner's Regulations require that an applicant must have acceptable scores on satisfactory licensing examinations.  Mr. DeVivo passed the New Jersey written professional engineering licensing examinations in accordance with their standards in 1967 and 1968.  However, the average of the examination scores used by the State of New Jersey was five points below the standard established by New York State at that time.  Mr. DeVivo’s average score was approximately three points below the New York State standard in 1968.  
Mr. DeVivo has satisfied the examination requirement in his initial state of licensure and has been licensed in good standing with no disciplinary action in New Jersey since 1968.  Based upon his licensure and over thirty years of experience, the Executive Secretary of the State Board for Engineering and Land Surveying supports his request to accept his scores.

Statement of Problem:  Dr. Nawrocki did not complete the two academic years of study required in an accredited dental school program culminating in certification that the applicant has achieved the level of knowledge and clinical proficiency expected of a graduate of that school.  Such study is required for applicants completing a program of dental education in an unregistered or unaccredited dental school.  


Dr. Nawrocki is enrolled in the two-year advanced program in general dentistry at the Eastman Dental Center of the University of Rochester and is expected to complete the program on June 30, 2007. This program is acknowledged by the State Board for Dentistry as the substantial equivalent of the two-year program required in regulation.

Petition for:  Waiver of New York State practical examination requirement.

Statement of Problem:  Dr. McDonel has not passed a satisfactory practical examination as required for licensure either by the endorsement or examination route.  New York State accepts a passing score on Part III of the National Board of Examiners in Optometry (NBEO) to satisfy the practical examination requirement.  The NBEO practical examination was not available when Dr. McDonel was licensed in Ohio in 1990.  In addition to the national written examination, the applicant also successfully passed the Ohio State Board Examination, which consisted of a written examination and a clinical examination for patient management.

Dr. McDonel has documented over 13 years of licensed practice during which time he was certified in the use of diagnostic pharmaceutical agents and therapeutic pharmaceutical agents.  

Based on Dr. McDonel's demonstration of clinical skills through his years of hands-on licensed practice and his success on other professional examinations, the Executive Secretary of the State Board for Optometry recommends that the requirement for a satisfactory practical examination (NBEO Part III) be waived.

THREE-YEAR LIMITED LICENSE IN VETERINARY MEDICINE

Petition for:  Three-year limited license to practice veterinary medicine under Section 6704(6) of the Education Law.

Statement of Problem: The applicants listed below have met the education and examination requirements for licensure as veterinarians in New York State. The only requirement for full licensure that cannot be satisfied at this time is United States citizenship or immigration status as an alien lawfully admitted for permanent residence in the United States.


Each applicant also has a pending application for full veterinary medical licensure, which cannot be granted until he/she satisfies the citizenship or permanent residency requirement.

Applicable Guidelines: Section 6704(6) of Education Law relates to the requirement of United States citizenship or permanent resident status for licensure as a veterinarian in New York State and allows the Board of Regents to grant a one-time three-year waiver (plus an extension of not more than one year) for an alien veterinarian to practice in New York State if all other licensure requirements are satisfied.

ACTION: The Department shall issue a limited license for a maximum of three years to practice veterinary medicine in New York State to each applicant, conditional upon Approval by the Department of all documentation needed to verify satisfaction of all veterinary medicine licensure requirements other than citizenship. Petition for:  Waiver of New York State requirements pertaining to acceptability of licensing examinations for licensure by endorsement.

Statement of Problem:  Dr. Evans graduated from an accredited college of veterinary medicine in the United States and was licensed in Pennsylvania on the basis of acceptable scores on the National Board Examination (NBE) in 1974.  Since Pennsylvania’s records were destroyed by fire, his actual 1974 NBE score is not now reportable.  The American Association of Veterinary State Boards reports that in 1974 the Pennsylvania raw passing score was higher than the New York raw passing score.  Additionally, Dr. Evans has not taken the Clinical Competency Test (CCT), which was offered only from 1984 to 2000.  For New York State licensure, applicants who passed the NBE must also take the CCT.  Both the NBE and the CCT have been replaced by the North American Veterinary Licensing Examination (NAVLE).

In view of Dr. Evans’ documentation of more than 25 years of practice as evidence of clinical competence, the Executive Secretary of the State Board for Veterinary Medicine recommends waiver of the CCT examination requirement and acceptance of the applicant’s Pennsylvania license for endorsement in New York State.

Petition for:  Acceptance of medical education.

Statement of Problem:  Dr. Gorelkin has applied for licensure through the endorsement route. This route requires completion of preprofessional and professional education requirements specified in Section 60.1 of the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education and consisting of:

· the completion of two years of preprofessional education acceptable to the Department;

· the completion of a curriculum of not less than 32 months in length in a medical program recognized by the appropriate civil authorities of the country in which the school is located as an acceptable educational program for physicians; and

· Receipt from a qualifying medical program the degree of doctor of medicine or doctor of osteopathy or the equivalent as determined by the State Education Department.

Dr. Gorelkin was awarded a Bachelor of Science degree in 1960 from the University of Miami. Subsequently, he was admitted to the University of Amsterdam and, at the time of his enrollment, the medical curriculum was seven years in length and culminated in the awarding of an Arts diploma. In 1966, Dr. Gorelkin completed all but the final year of clinical rotations and was awarded the Semi-Arts credential by the University. According to correspondence received from the University, this qualification indicated that “the student had done some clinical work and could therefore be trusted to work with more clinical responsibility.” However, the final medical degree, Arts, required the completion of one additional year of clinical rotations.  

Dr. Gorelkin did not finish the curriculum and in January 1967 was admitted to a mixed medical internship at the Washington Hospital Center, Washington, D.C.  He successfully completed the internship in January 1968 and obtained a medical license in Maryland (1969) after passing the Maryland state licensing examination.  He continued his training at the Washington Hospital Center as a pathology resident from January 1968 to January 1972 and became certified by the American Board of Pathology in Anatomic and Clinical Pathology in 1972.  In 1975, he was licensed in Georgia and that license is currently active and in good standing.

The Executive Secretary of the State Board for Medicine has reviewed Dr. Gorelkin’s qualifications.  He recommends that Dr. Gorelkin’s mixed internship and board certification be accepted as evidence that he has the substantial equivalent of the remainder of the medical curriculum he did not complete at the University of Amsterdam.

Statement of Problem: Section 60.4 of the Regulations of the Commissioner allows an applicant for medical licensure to fulfill the New York State medical licensing examination requirement by passing all parts of the examination of the National Board of Medical Examiners (NBME) or a licensing examination of another state given prior to January 1, 1972 that was satisfactory to the New York State Board for Medicine. The applicant received his first medical license in Texas in August 1976 based on Texas’ state-constructed examination. He also took the Part I (June 1974) and Part II (April 1975) examinations of NBME.  However, he never sat for the clinical competency portion of the examination, Part III.
