SUMMARY

Issue for Discussion
The Regents will review an initial draft vision and goals for technology in teaching and learning in New York State.  These preliminary documents are the first step in developing a statewide plan for educational technology. 
Background Information

The USNY Technology Practices and Policy Council (TPPC), in its September 2007 report to the Board, offered eight recommendations regarding digital capacity, content, and use.  The Council further called on the Board and the Department to implement these recommendations with careful leadership.  In response to the report, the Chancellor appointed a Regents Work Group, comprised of Regents Bendit, Bowman, and Phillips, to consult with the field and provide guidance on next steps.
The Regents Work Group presented its recommendations to the Board in July 2008.  The Group recommended, as first steps, formalizing a statewide educational technology plan by May 2009 and establishing a Department office to oversee implementation.  Hiring of the Technology Policy Coordinator will soon be completed. An SED Task Force has proposed the draft vision and goals presented here as the first components of the plan.  
Recommendation

It is recommended that the Regents support consultation with the field on the draft vision and goals as well as to solicit ideas on what actions will be necessary to accomplish the goals and realize the vision.
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
