Petition for:  Waiver of the requirement that a pharmacist or chemist supervise regulated activities as a manufacturer or wholesaler registered under Section 6808.4 of Education Law.

Statement of Problem:  Ms. Malik is not a pharmacist and does not have a degree in chemistry but wants to supervise for a pharmaceutical manufacturer.  Section 63.6c of the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education requires that a manufacturer or wholesaler registered by the New York State Board of Pharmacy under Section 6808.4 of the Education Law have a pharmacist present during all business hours or be under the supervision of a chemist who holds a bachelor’s degree in chemistry and who has at least two years of experience in the manufacturing, repacking and/or wholesaling of drugs satisfactory to the New York State Board of Pharmacy.


Ms. Malik completed undergraduate studies in Biology through the University of Dhaka, Bangladesh (formerly part of Pakistan).  At that time, two years were required for a B.Sc. pass degree and three years for a B.Sc. honors degree beyond Higher Secondary studies.  Ms. Malik also notes other degree studies in unrelated fields.  Ms. Malik reports that beside the basic Biology subjects, 40% of the course work was in a chemistry sequence including Inorganic Chemistry, Organic Chemistry, Physical Chemistry, and Medicinal Chemistry.  


Although the petitioner does not have a degree in chemistry or pharmacy, she has 25 years experience at various manufacturing companies.  Ms. Malik’s resume indicates she worked as a: 

· Production Supervisor for Zenith Laboratories, Inc in Northvale, New Jersey from June 1982 through December 1988 

· Production Supervisor for Naska Pharmacal Company Inc. in Hauppauge, New York from April 1989 to July 1994

· Vice President of Operations for Syntho/Intermax Pharmaceutics Inc., in Farmingdale, New York from February 1994 to present.


Based on her education and related experience, the Executive Secretary of the New York State Board of Pharmacy recommends that Ms. Malik be granted a waiver of the requirement of a degree in chemistry or pharmacy as she seems well qualified for the position she will be assuming.

	A manufacturer or wholesaler registered by the State Board of Pharmacy must have a pharmacist present during all business hours or (1) be under the supervision of a chemist who holds a bachelor's degree with a major in chemistry and (2) has at least two years of experience in manufacturing, repacking and/or wholesaling of drugs which is satisfactory to the Board.

Wholesalers that do not repack may designate a supervisor who has completed a minimum of two years of education beyond high school and who has the experience noted above.

(2) Present employment is with the manufacturer Intermax Pharmaceutics Inc., Farmingdale, New York, February 1994 to present.  Ms. Malik is Vice President of Operations.




RECOMMENDATION:  The Committee on the Professions, in concurrence with the Executive Secretary of the New York State Board of Pharmacy, recommends that Hosneara Malik be designated the supervisor of Intermax Pharmaceuticals Inc., for the purpose of continuing current operations as a pharmaceutical manufacturer.

Petition for:  Approval of the postgraduate hospital training requirement, proficiency examination requirement and endorsement of applicant’s medical license from Brazil.

Statement of Problem:  The Regulations of the Commissioner of Education allow for endorsement of an applicant’s license from another jurisdiction if appropriate requirements are met and if the applicant has not failed any part of New York State’s licensing examination.  A license granted in a country outside the United States can be endorsed if licensure in that country is regulated by an organization designated as responsible for quality assurance and acceptable to the Board of Regents.  Additionally, the applicant must satisfactorily demonstrate completion of an acceptable proficiency examination, clinical competency examination, three years of ACGME-accredited postgraduate training or the equivalent, and five years of satisfactory professional experience. 


The Executive Secretary of the New York State Board for Medicine has reviewed the documentation submitted in support of Dr. D’Avila’s application. He recommends that Dr. D’Avila’s postgraduate training in Brazil and the United States in internal medicine and cardiology be accepted as the substantial equivalent of the required three years of ACGME-accredited postgraduate training.  Regulations of the Commissioner of Education allow the Board of Regents to accept appropriate foreign medical licenses and diplomate certificates to fulfill the licensure and proficiency examination requirements as well as the clinical competency requirements for endorsement.  Dr. D’Avila has been licensed in Brazil since 1998.  His license is active and in good standing.  Additionally, Dr. D’Avila earned a Specialist Certificate in Cardiology from the Sociedade Brasileira de Cardiologia (Rio de Janeiro, Brazil) in 1996.  He then completed a doctoral program in cardiology receiving the Titulado in Cardiology from the Universidade de Sao Paulo (Sao Paulo, Brazil) in 1999.  The Executive Secretary of the State Board for Medicine recommends that Dr. D’Avila’s Titulado in Cardiology combined with his four years of clinical faculty appointment in the United States be accepted to fulfill the proficiency examination requirement. The Executive Secretary further recommends that Dr. D’Avila’s Specialist Certificate in Cardiology from the Sociedade Brasileira de Cardiologia be accepted to fulfill the clinical competency requirement for endorsement.

Secondly, petitioners must have licensure to practice medicine in New York State in accordance with provisions of Section 6524 or 6528 of the Education Law or their equivalent as determined by the Board of Regents pursuant to their authority under Section 6506 of the Education Law.
