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SUMMARY

Issue for Decision

Should the Regents approve the staff’s recommendation concerning the proposed revision to the initial charter for Girls Preparatory Charter School of East Harlem (New York City)?
Background Information

We received a request from the State University of New York (“SUNY”) to revise the initial charter of Girls Preparatory Charter School of East Harlem (GPCSEH or “the School”).  The School is located in Community School District 8, in the Bronx and is authorized by SUNY.  GPCSEH was issued an initial charter in 2009.  The School currently serves grades Kindergarten and one and will serve grades Kindergarten through five at its full capacity.  Retroactive to September 15, 2009, the School seeks to increase its proposed enrollment from 100 students to 132 students during the first year of operation in 2009-2010, and to serve 425 students instead of 255 students at full capacity (Attachment 1). 
The School was issued a charter in 2009 to open in the East Harlem section of New York City.  At that time, the New York City Department of Education only had space available in the Bronx section of New York City.  To fit into the available space, the School reduced its original enrollment.  After the school year began, the School was given additional space at its location.  With additional space, the School is seeking a revision to increase enrollment.  
Recommendation 

VOTED:  That the Board of Regents approves the revision to the initial charter of the Girls Preparatory Charter School of East Harlem as proposed by the Trustees of the State University of New York, and the provisional charter is amended accordingly.
Reasons for Recommendation


The proposed revision to the School’s initial charter, along with the other terms of the initial charter: (1) meets the requirements set out in Article 56 of the Education Law, and all other applicable laws, rules and regulations; (2) will permit the charter school to operate in an educationally and fiscally sound manner; and (3) is likely to improve student learning and achievement and materially further the purposes set out in subdivision two of section twenty-eight hundred fifty of Article 56 of the Education Law.    
Timetable for Implementation 

The Regents action for Girls Preparatory Charter School of East Harlem is effective immediately.
