Background Information 
 

The purpose of the proposed item is to repeal an expired Subpart of the 
Regents Rules. 
 
 Subpart 30-2 of the Regents Rules was adopted in June 2008 to implement 
Education Law §3012-b, as added by Chapter 57 of the Laws of 2007, relating to 



teacher tenure determinations.  The statute sunset on June 30, 2010.  By its terms, 
Subpart 30-2 also sunset on that date.  The proposed item would simply repeal the 
Subpart which has expired. 
 

A Notice of Proposed Rule Making was published in the State Register on 
October 27, 2010.  No public comment was received.  Supporting materials are 
available upon request from the Secretary to the Board of Regents.

 VOTED:  That Subpart 30-2 of the Rules of the Board of Regents be repealed, 
as submitted, effective February 2, 2011.
