CHANCELLOR’S COMMENTS ON EAST RAMAPO CENTRAL SCHOOL DISTRICT

Chancellor Young made comments regarding the continuing situation within the
East Ramapo Central School District (ERCSD). Residents of the ERCSD have
knowingly deprived their public school students and system of adequate funding and
related resources for over a decade, leading to inadequate facilities, limited access to
essential educational opportunities, some of the poorest student outcomes in the entire
state, hundreds of employee vacancies, a significant downgrade of the district's credit
rating to Baa3 — one step above junk status — by Moody's credit rating service, along
with other ongoing issues.

MOVED, that the Board of Regents request the Legislature reconvene and take
immediate action to adopt the bill sponsored by Assemblymember Kenneth Zebrowski
(A.10407-A) to establish a fiscal control board for the East Ramapo Central School
District.

The Higher Education Committee held its scheduled meeting on June 10, 2024.

Charter Amendments and Extension of Provisional Authorization to Offer Programs
Leading to Postsecondary Degrees: Glasgow Caledonian New York College [HE (A)
1 - REVISED] - Department staff presented an overview of a proposed transaction
between Glasgow Caledonian New York College and IE Universidad and recommend
actions relating to the institution’s charter and degree-conferring authority.

Chancellor Lester W. Young, Jr., Regent Luis O. Reyes, Regent Hasoni L. Pratts, and
Regent Seema Rivera also attended the meeting but did not vote on the action items.

ACTION ITEMS

Revisions to a Charter Authorized by the Board of Regents [P12 (A) 1] -
Department staff presented recommendations for charter revisions. NYSED staff
recommended that the Board of Regents approve charter revisions for the following
charter school authorized by the Board of Regents pursuant to Article 56 of the
Education Law (the NYS Charter Schools Act):

e Charter High School for Law and Social Justice New York City (NYC CSD 10) —
a revision to increase the school’s grade span from grades 9 through 12 to
include grades 6 through 8 and make a corresponding increase to the school’s
authorized enrollment from 475 students to 745 students.

The Committee recommends that the Board of Regents finds that: (1) the Charter High
School for Law and Social Justice meets the requirements set out in Article 56 of the
Education Law, and all other applicable laws, rules, and regulations; (2) the charter
school can demonstrate the ability to operate in an educationally and fiscally sound
manner; (3) granting the request to amend the charter is likely to improve student
learning and achievement and materially further the purposes set out in subdivision two
of Section twenty-eight hundred fifty of Article 56 of the Education Law; and (4) granting
the request to amend the charter will have a significant educational benefit to the
students expected to attend the charter school, and the Board of Regents therefore
approves the charter revision for Charter High School for Law and Social Justice and
amends the provisional charter accordingly.

The motion passed. Regent Shino Tanikawa voted “no.”

Renewal Recommendations for Charter Schools Authorized by the New York City
Department of Education (NYC DOE) [P12 (A) 2] - Department and NYC DOE staff
presented recommendations for charter renewals from the NYC DOE Chancellor. The
NYC DOE Chancellor recommended that the Board of Regents approve charter
renewals for the following charter schools authorized by the NYC DOE Chancellor
pursuant to Article 56 of the Education Law (the NYS Charter Schools Act):

Learning Institute for Girls Charter School, The Shirley Rodriguez-Remeneski School:
(1) meets the requirements set out in Article 56 of the Education Law, and all other
applicable laws, rules and regulations; (2) the applicant can demonstrate the ability to
operate the school in an educationally and fiscally sound manner; (3) granting the
application is likely to improve student learning and achievement and materially further
the purposes set out in subdivision two of Section twenty-eight hundred fifty of this
article; and (4) granting the application would have a significant educational benefit to
the students expected to attend the charter school, and the Board of Regents therefore
approves the renewal application of Bronx Global Learning Institute for Girls Charter
School, The Shirley Rodriguez-Remeneski School as proposed by the Chancellor of the
New York City Department of Education, and that a renewal charter be issued, and that
its provisional charter be extended for a term up through and including June 30, 2029.

The Committee recommends that the Board of Regents finds that Riverton Street
Charter School: (1) meets the requirements set out in Article 56 of the Education Law,
and all other applicable laws, rules, and regulations; (2) the applicant can demonstrate
the ability to operate the school in an educationally and fiscally sound manner; (3)
granting the application is likely to improve student learning and achievement and
materially further the purposes set out in subdivision two of Section twenty-eight
hundred fifty of this article; and (4) granting the application would have a significant
educational benefit to the students expected to attend the charter school, and the Board
of Regents, therefore, approves the renewal application of Riverton Street Charter
School as proposed by the Chancellor of the New York City Department of Education,
and that a renewal charter be issued, and that its provisional charter be extended for a
term up through and including June 30, 2029.

The Committee recommends that the Board of Regents finds that Summit Academy
Charter School: (1) meets the requirements set out in Article 56 of the Education Law,
and all other applicable laws, rules, and regulations; (2) the applicant can demonstrate
the ability to operate the school in an educationally and fiscally sound manner; (3)
granting the application is likely to improve student learning and achievement and
materially further the purposes set out in subdivision two of Section twenty-eight
hundred fifty of this article; and (4) granting the application would have a significant
educational benefit to the students expected to attend the charter school, and the Board
of Regents, therefore, approves the renewal application of Summit Academy Charter
School as proposed by the Chancellor of the New York City Department of Education,
and that a renewal charter be issued, and that its provisional charter be extended for a
term up through and including June 30, 2026.

The motion passed unanimously.

Renewal Recommendations for Charter Schools Authorized by the Trustees of
the State University of New York [P12 (A) 3] - Department staff recommended that
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the Board of Regents send the following proposed charters back with comments for
SUNY’s reconsideration:

e Bronx Charter School for Excellence 2 (Three-year renewal term from 2026 to
2029);

e Bronx Preparatory Charter School (Four-year renewal term from 2025 to 2029);

« Democracy Preparatory Charter School (Four-year renewal term from 2025 to
2029); and

o Harlem Prep Charter School (Three-year renewal term from 2026 to 2029).

The Committee recommends that the Board of Regents return the proposed charters for
Bronx Preparatory Charter School, Democracy Preparatory Charter School, Harlem
Prep Charter School, and Bronx Charter School for Excellence 2 to the Trustees of the
State University of New York for reconsideration, with the following comment and
recommendation, “Approving the renewal of any charter school years before the
expiration of the charter does not allow timely review of the school’s educational and
fiscal soundness; community support; legal compliance; or means by which the school
will meet or exceed enrollment and retention targets for students with disabilities,
English language learners, and students who are economically disadvantaged. The
charters should be abandoned, and the schools should be directed to resubmit an
application no earlier than one year prior to the expiration of the charter term. While we
believe SUNY’s continued practice of approving early renewals violates both the spirit
and intent of the Charter Schools Act and is contrary to the established practices of
every other authorizer in the state, the law, in its present form, prevents the Regents
from taking action to end the practice. Over the past seven years, SUNY has repeatedly
disregarded Regents’ objections on this matter.”

The motion passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION

June 11, 2024

VOTED: That the Board of Regents adopts the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the residents of the East Ramapo Central School District have
knowingly deprived their public school students and system of adequate funding
and related resources for over a decade; and

WHEREAS, this situation has led to inadequate facilities, limited access to
essential educational opportunities, some of the poorest student outcomes in the
entire state, hundreds of employee vacancies, a significant downgrade of the
district's credit rating to Baa3 — one step above junk status — by Moody's credit
rating service; and

WHEREAS, to make payroll, the district's only options are to utilize its
meager reserve funds or delay payments, which are drastic and risky measures
that will accelerate the district's collapse; and

WHEREAS, a financial review board, proposed in a bill sponsored by
Assemblymember Kenneth Zebrowski (A.10407-A), is the last hope to mitigate
the budget deficit in the 2025-26 school year when the district has exhausted its
reserves and expense growth continues to outpace revenue growth;

WHEREAS, immediate action is not just a necessity, it is a lifeline for this
district. It is the only way to put this district on a solid footing and get back to
offering the educational opportunities that all its students rightfully deserve; and

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved that the Board of Regents calls
upon the New York State Legislature to reconvene and take immediate action to
pass A.10407-A, which establishes a fiscal control board for the East Ramapo
Central School District.
