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Public Library and School collaborations are 
essential to the success of Summer Reading

• Nearly 800 schools in NY State have collaborated with one or more 
public libraries to promote student participation in the Summer 
Reading program.  Our goal by 2021 is to expand that number to 80% 
of the schools in the state.

• The State Library is partnering with P-12 to distribute Summer Reading 
information to all school administrators

• Working with the national Collaborative Summer Library Program 
consortium on their school partnership initiative to get more schools 
involved and establish best practices for school outreach

• The State Library continues to work with the 41 School Library Systems 
in the state to promote use of  Summer Reading materials in schools 
and school libraries and reach more students

• Ongoing discussions to evaluate the best way to count participation 
and measure the impact of Summer Reading on student literacy, 
learning and achievement
