Madam Chancellor and Colleagues: Your P-12 Education Committee recommends, and 
we move, that the Board of Regents act affirmatively upon each recommendation in the 
written report of the Committee's deliberations at its meeting on November 5, 2012, copies 
of which have been distributed to each Regent. 

MATTERS NOT REQUIRING BOARD ACTION 

Seal of BiJiteracy - The Committee discussed the State Seal of Biliteracy which was 
established to recognized high school graduates who have attained a "high level of 
proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in one or more languages, in 
addition to English." This was Signed into law by the Governor on July 31, 2012 and the 
Regents are now required to develop regulations to implement the provisions of this 
legislation. Discussion focused on the criteria that students must meet and procedures 
districts must follow in order to award the NYS Seal of Biliteracy. Department staff ( 
proposed that a Seal of Biliteracy Workgroup be created to provide advice on criteria for 
determining a high level of proficiency in languages other than English. Staff will draft 
new regulations for Regents consideration at a future meeting. [P-12 (D) 1] 

Common Core Grade 9-12 Social Studies Framework and Graduation Requirements­
The Committee continued their discussions around graduation requirements for social 
studies and the grades 9-12 social studies frameworks. The Social Studies Content 
Advisory Panel met in October 2012 and recommends, consistent with the Board 
discussion in September, that the Global History and Geography course of study be 
divided into two separate and distinct units of study required for graduation. The Panel 
presented three options for this, where all three options include a Unit of Study 1 and a 
Unit of Study 2. The Panel further recommends that if only one Regents exam were to 
be offered, that it focus only on Unit of Study 2. Staff will gather feedback from the field 
concerning the development of these frameworks and bring back additional 
recommendations to the Committee at a future meeting. [P-12 (D) 2] 

Wrap-around, Full-service and Community-oriented Schools - A panel of experts was 
assembled and asked to share community-oriented approaches in their respective local 
settings and to discuss the benefits of community-oriented, wrap-around services, 
school design and how these lead to increased student achievement. 
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Lawrence Wright, Assistant Superintendent of Curriculum and Instruction at the 
Geneva City School District. 

Anne Nowak, Coordinator at the Sweet Home Family Support Center. 

The Committee discussed full-service and community-oriented schools and the services 
they provide to surrounding communities including academics, health and social 
services, youth and community development, and family and community engagement.

Other matters not requiring action: 

Proposed Amendments to Sections 80-3.3, 80-3.7 and 80-5.6 of the Regulations of the 
Commissioner Relating to Individual Evaluation and the Experience Requirements for a 
Level III Teaching Assistant Certificate. Your Committee discussed the proposed 
amendments to Sections 80-3.3,80-3.7 and 80-5.6. The proposed amendments would 
allow someone with one year or more of teaching experience as a certified teacher to be 
eligible for a level III teaching assistant certificate. In addition, the amendments would 
also extend the individual evaluation pathway until May 1, 2014. It is anticipated that the 
proposed amendment will come before the Full Board for adoption as a permanent rule at ( 
the January 2013 Regents meeting. If adopted at the January Regents meeting, the 
proposed amendment will become effective on January 30, 2013. 

Growth Scores. Your Committee reviewed and discussed a sample report on Teacher 
and Principal Growth Scores. 

Budget Priorities. Your Committee discussed the following proposed Regents budget 
priorities. 

• Tenured Teaching Hearings. This program has been chronically underfunded for 
many years, with the current deficit projected at $9 million. Requesting an additional $9 
million in General Fund support to address the accumulated deficit and pay claims for 
hearings that started prior to April 1, 2012. 
• Higher Education Opportunity Programs (HEOP). New York State's Higher 
Education Opportunity Program (HEOP) provides economically and educationally 
disadvantaged stUdents with access to post-secondary institutions and services. HEOP 
lacks adequate financial resources to ensure that additional students throughout NYS will 
continue to benefit from the success of this opportunity program. The Department's 
budget request of $2 million would allow for an expansion of HEOP student enrollment in 
participating post-secondary institutions.

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PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE 

Your Professional Practice Committee held its scheduled meeting on November 5, 
2012. All Committee members were present, except Regent Wade S. Norwood, who 
was excused. Chancellor Merryl H. Tisch, Regent Kathleen M. Cashin and Regent T. 
Andrew Brown were also present but did not vote on any case or action. 

ACTION ITEMS 

Professional Discipline Cases 

Your Committee recommends that the reports of the Regents Review Committees, 
including rulings, findings of fact, determinations as to guilt, and recommendations, by 
unanimous or majority vote, contained in those reports which have been distributed to 
you, be accepted in 4 cases. In addition, your Committee recommends, upon the 
recommendation of the Committee on the Professions, that 21 consent order 
applications and 1 surrender application be granted. [PPC EXS (A) 1-3) 

In the case of Cecilia Ekere Akpan, Registered Professional Nurse, Calendar No. 26269, 
we recommend that (1) the caption, header, and body in the report of the Regents 
Review Committee as well as on the blue back to the report all be deemed corrected to 
read respondent's correct name "Cecilia Ekere Akpan," and not "Celilia Ekere Akpan," 
and (2) the last word of "him," on line 7 of page 7, be deemed corrected to read "her." 

In the case of Alexandra Boucher a/kJa Alexandra S. Boucher, Veterinary Technician, 
Calendar No. 25741, we recommend that the remainder of the sentence after the 
words "amended to reflect," in the first full paragraph on page two of the report of the 
Regents Review Committee in this matter involving the profession of veterinary 
technology, all be deemed deleted and the following language be deemed added as a 
correction to read, in SUbstitution therefore, "respondent's correct title of "veterinary 
technician," and not the incorrect title stated of "veterinary technologist." 

These recommendations are made following the review of 26 cases involving seven 
registered professional nurses, five licensed practical nurses, four licensed practical 
nurses who are also registered professional nurses, one chiropractor, one dental 
hygienist, one dentist, one massage therapist, one physical therapist, and one 
veterinary technician.
